BIO SERVICES

A long bio is for your linkedin profile, your personal site, or your company’s site.
A short bio is for a panel, a conference, or a landing page that then guides you to a full bio.
Your short bio is for a byline on an article, your twitter bio, or your Instagram bio.

WHO

Professionals: from CEOs and Founders to companies
that needs better and more comprehensive bios for
their executive teams and beyond.

WHY

Everyone needs a bio, and most people are bad at writing
them. It's hard to write about yourself, so you should hire out
for a bio. Not to mention, they're a key place to brag about
yourself, your employees, or your company’s leadership.
zlt's an easy place to tout the accomplishments of your staff
or yourself, and in a way that is professionally familiar. The
bio isn’t going away — and consistency — in a long, short,
and two-line — (everyone needs all three) is key.

PROCESS

The process is quick. You send us the materials (the fee
doesn't include research time), so you can send things like:
